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Abstract

The purposes of the study entitled “Doi Tung Development Project and Sustainable
Development Strategy” were as follows: (1) to evaluate continuous effect of the Second
Phase of Doi Tung Development Project (2) to identify problems of and obstacles to the
operation of Doi Tung Development Project (3) to propose recommendation and solutions
for this project that might be of some value to other projects both in government and
private sectors.

This study employed qualitative technical using in depth interview. Respondents Included
administrators of Doi Tung Development Project, Soldiers, Policemen, businessman
academics, media, famous people and community leaders.

The result revealed that 43 interviewees gave the same opinions that the operation of
Doi Tung Development Project in the second phase was continuous and progressive.
Although the Queen Mother had passed away, the operation was not interrupted. It was
truly a Sustainable Development Project in response to the initiatives of the Queen Mother.
However, there were some problems and obstacles of this project, such as, misunderstanding

between people living in the area and the officers, continuity and responsibilities when



the officers were transferred, overlapping of the work, land allocation for cultivation and

ownership, and narcotics, which were yet to be solved.
