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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were 1) to study the problems in the extra-
territory senatorial election of 2000 of Thai workers in Taiwan 2) to study the causes
of the problems in the election 3) to find out solutions to the problems. Data were
drawn from related documents and close-ended questionnaire randomly collected
from the electors.

The findings showed that :

The respondents stated that the problems in the extraterritorial election
were 1) the condition of the ballot box did not guarantee the fairness 2) convenience
was lacked in going to the polling station  3) the employers did not support the
electors to use their voting right.

The study suggested that 1) increase the number of the polling station 2)
coordinate with the employers to support the use of the workers’ voting right 3)
disseminate more information about the election  4) build confidence in the fairness
of the electoral administration.
