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ABSTRACT

The independent study on this topic has the following objectives which are :
1. Tolearn about the motivations in becoming municipal civil defense volunteers.
2. To learn about the social roles of municipal civil defense volunteers.
3. To learn about the roles of municipal civil defense volunteers in local politics.
Data and information are gathered by using “Structural Interview Questionnaire”. The
respondents are 200 samples of Chiang Mai municipal defense volunteers. The study uses
Percentage, Chi-Square and SPSS in analyzing the gathered data and information.
The study finds that :
I. The main motivations in becoming Chiang Mai municipal defense volunteers
are :

1.1 The desire to make sacrifices to the society without incurring any personal
benefits, the desire to assist civil defense works, the desire to help victims
of various disasters including the desire to give manpower, will power
and money to the society.

1.2 The desire to be entitled to use the uniform and insignia of municipal civil
defense volunteers.

1.3 The desire to be officially entitled to use and bear guns while performing

the duties which have been assigned by written instructions.



1.4 The desire to use and carry communication devices.

As for the roles of municipal civil defense volunteers toward society, the study

concludes that ;

2.1 Have active roles in disaster prevention.

2.2 Have active roles in suppressing the occurring disasters.

2.3 Have active roles in reconstruction in the afiermath of disasters.

As for the roles in local politics, the study finds that

3.1 Members of municipal civil defense volunteers are not supporters of local
politicians. Therefore, municipal civil defense volunteers render no
political benefits to local politicians and, likewise, local politicians give
no support to civil defense works. Factionalism within municipal civil
defense volunteers does not depend on local politicians. And the success
of civil defense activities does not depend on the assistance of local
politicians.

3.2 Levels of education of civil defense volunteers have impact upon their
roles of duties while other variables such as sex, age, levels of income and

levels of education have impacts upon local politics.
