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Abstract

This independent study has the following main objectives which are :

1. To learn about the roles of District Officer in promotion of justice at district

level according to legislations, regulations and decrees as promulgated.

2. To learn about ways to support the roles of District Officer in justice

' promotion at district level.
3. To learn about problems and obstacles in playing such roles of District
Officers.

Data and information are gathered by using field research techniques with combination
of questionnaires and interviews. The targeted samples are : district officers, deputy
district officers, heads of administration and development, state attorney, commissioned
police officers, subdistrict headman, village headman and members of district
administration organizations in Tak province. The study finds that:

A large percentage of district officers in Tak province play the roles in justice
promotion and these roles are mostly executed. Subdistrict headman and village
headman still have expectations toward justice promotion roles of district officers with
the view that more power should be given to district officers to play said roles with more

clarity than in the present.



As for problems and obstacles to the playing of such roles of district officers
are: problems in putting justice promotion roles to work, problems in assess and
appraise the results, problems in system and structure of the given authority, problems
in levels of personnel proficiencies, problems in risks taking while given benefits are low.

- Nonetheless, districts officers are still able to respond to the call of public in

promoting justice to the local people.
