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Abstract

The objectives of this research were 1} to study the postmortem officials’ attitudes
towards the Amended Law on Criminal Procedure (issue 21) 1999 ; 2) to investigate the
postmortem officials’ problems and obstacles observed .towards the Amended Law on Criminal
Procedure  (issue 21) 1999 ; and 3) to gauge their knowledge and understanding of the
Amended Law on Criminal Procedure (issue 21) 1999.

The principal set of research data was gathered from postmortem officials in Amphoe
Mueang Chiang Mai by using a personal interviews and questionnaires.

The study indicates that those officials interviewed have good knowledge and
understanding of and also a positive attitude towards these changes. However, the problems
observed were the lack in sufficient numbers of postmortem officials, as also the equipments for
postmortem examinations. Additionally, the security of such officials in remote areas were a
matter of concern, as was also subsequent liaison with other government agencies.

Moreover, the interviewed officials have suggested that relevant information should

be provided to the appropriate authorities so that the law may be further amended in order to

rectify any shortcomings.
