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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this independent study are:
1. To leam about the affecting factors toward the breaking of alien labor law among
Thai operators in Chiang Mai Province.
2. To learn about attitudes and recommendation of Thai operators in order to create
guidelines for related officials to improve the existing alien labor law.
The study gathers data and information by using questionnaires, The samples of 204
Chiang Mai operators are interviewed.
The study finds that:
1. The affecting factors in hiring alien labor of Chiang Mai operators are:
- economi(_: factor of alien labor low wages.
- legal factor concerning laxation of alien labor law.
- social security factor that reduces the overhead expenses if hiring alien labor.
2. The affecting factors that lead to law breaking conducts of Thai operators are
cconomic oriented such as longer work durability comparing to Thai EaBor, not demanding high

compensation as Thai labor and willingness to accept risky work.



3. Another factor leading to the breaking of alien labor law among Thai operators is
the lack of proper knowledge in dealing with the hiring of alien labor.

4. The breaking of alien law in terms of social security comes from the fact that Thai
operators can decrease their responsibility in paying compensation after termination of hiring.
While illegal labor migrants create a hordes of problems and Thai government spends a lot of
budget to redress the problems, That operators do not have to share the responsibility.

5. The study’s recommendations are:

- Thai government should increase the penalty to aliens who have involvement
in narcotics trade.
- Thai government should set up a special government organization to supervise
and be responsible for every aspect of alien labor.
Thai government should have stringent measures to prevent illegal alien labor from creating

economic and social problems,
