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Abstract

The purposes of the study, entitled “Performance Evaluation of the
Revolving Fund Project for Household Occupation and Thai Handicraft Promotion,
Industrial Promotion Center Region 1” were 1) to analyze the outcome of the
Revolving Fund Project organized by the Industrial Promotion Center Region 1; and
2) to specify the problems and obstacles on implementing the Revolving Fund project
organized by the Industrial Promotion Center Region 1.

The methodology used in this study was collecting the data from the
Revolving Fund Annual Report in the year 2000 — 2001 which was implemented by
the Industrial Promotion Center Region 1. The data were collected by using field

questionnaires from the Revolving Fund Project Staff in the Industrial Promotion



Center Region 1-3, and from 50 Industrial Promotion Officers in the Provincial
Industrial Offices in Upper North of Thailand, including Chiang Mai , Chiang Rai,
Mae Hong Son, Lamphbun, Lampang, Phayao, Phrae, and Nan. The data were also
collected by using questionnaires from 200 cottage industry entrepreneurs in Chiang
Mai, who were the Revolving Fund’s clients between the year 2000 — 2001,

The results of the study were as follows:

1. The outcome of the implementation on Revolving Fund Project
shown on the capability of budget handle, capability on the adequacy and the
impartiality for clients’ needs were successful at moderate level. The fund was
sufficient for running their business and provided clients opportunity to expand their
business as well.

2. Factors related to the effects of Revolving Fund Project
implementation.

2.1 Among officials respondents, it was found that the structure
factor of the Revolving Fund Project, staff and equipment, and the regulations were
related to the outcome of the Revolving Fund Project.

2.2 Among entrepreneurs respondents, it was found that the factors
of implementation which included administrative plan and the regulations were
positively related to the effects of the Revolving Fund Project implementation.

3. The maj_on'ty of problems and obstacles from the Revolving Fund
Project had mainly arisen from the implementation process. This was due to lacking
of knowledge in implementing process which caused by the unclear tendency from the
management level and also by the discontinuing cooperation between organizations
and the public relation to the clients. The results showed that because of these
factors, the outcome of the Revolving Fund Project was not able to achieve as much

as the setting objectives.
