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This independent study entitled “Future Role of the Provincial Administrative
Organization” is undertaken with four objectives as follows:

1) To analyze the future role and trend of the Provincial Administrative Organization.

2) To analyze the impact to be resulted from dissolving the Provincial Administrative

Organization.

3) To investigate the way. to transform the Provincial Administrative Organization and

worthy of the budgets allocated to the Provincial Administrative Organization.

4) To study future role of the Regional Administrative Organization if the Provincial

Administrative Organization is still in existence.

For this study, data were collected from sampling cohort of both ordinary people and
local administrative officials in Lamphun Province, to whom 180 sets of questionnaire were sent
and all of them have been returned. In addition, data were also derived through purposive
interview held with 13 administrative officials and members of the Provincial Administrative
Organization, with 5 administrative officials of the Public Administration Department, who used
to hold position in the Provincial Administrative Organization, and with one member of the

Bur¢aucracy Reform Committee.



Results of the study are summarized as follows:

People in general do not understand the role of the Provincial Administrative
Organization.

Local administrative officials do not realize the significance of the Provincial
Administrative Organization, and want to have the Organization dissolved.

Members of the Provincial Council believe that the Provincial Administrative
Organization is able to carry out all the duty in place of the Regional Administrative
Organization if the authority concerned is transferred to, and legalize it.
High-ranking officials have opinion that the Provincial Administrative Organization
expect to take benefits from their power instead of working for the benefits of all
people, and are even afraid of losing their power when it is transferred to local
authority,

Members of the Bureaucracy Reform Committee express their ideas that the
government should act upon the decentralization policy as stated in the Constitution
and specify more clearly the role and authority of the Provincial Administrative

Organization.
