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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were 1) to study the cooperation of the teachers, the

students, the parents, and the border police officers in preventing and solving the drug problem in

the school, 2) to study factors influencing the prevention and the solving of the problem, and

3) to offer suggestions in solving the problem.

400 samples were drawn from the students, the teachers, the parents, and the police

officers. Data were collected by using close-ended questionnaires and were processed through the

SPSS program. Statistical analysis involved percentage, mean and analysis of variance.

The findings showed that:

The students were most involved in the training program of preventing and solving the

drug problem, followed by the police officers, the parents, and the teachers. In comparison, the

teachers were more cooperative in preventing and solving the drug problem than the students.

Likewise, the police officers were more cooperative than the parents.
