Abstract

The study aimed at investigating the people’s acknowledgement and
understanding, attitudes, needs and opinions towards the development of police station
for the people {Police Station for the People) which was a case study in Phrao District,
Chiang Mai Province. A set of questionnaires was applied for data collection derived
from the number of 400 persons who had made use of services rendered by the Phrao
District Police Station. The data were then analyzed with SPSS FOR WINDOWS before
being presented in terms of percentage, mean, as well as standard deviation. The
hypothesis was then tested with t-test and one-way ANOVA,; the results were as follows :

1. Most of them acknowledged the development of police station for the
people(Police Station for the People) of the Phrao District Police Station, Chiang Mai
Province through folders as well as banners. Their opinions towards the importance of
the project were quoted at high level. They also agreed with the project that focused
upon the people-centered serving; once their lives and assets were threatened, they

would come and ask the police officers for help.



2. The people had positive attitudes towards the development of police
station for the people (Police Station for the People); their attitudes were mostly quoted
as agreeable upon the foliowing issues:

- The people acknowledged the procedures and serving hours
rendered to them from the banners existing at the police station,

- The people opined that the police officers were able to protect their
lives and assets;

- The people were informed of various details from the police station’s PR;

- They agreed with their part to play in helping solve criminal
problems.

As for their opin_io'ns quoted at.Uncertain Level on the police officers who
were parts of the development of police station for the people (Police Station for the
People) were as follows:

- The police officers had fine knowledge, capability, belief and faith in
their profession;

- The people were fairly treated when they were threatened;

- The investigators were knowledgeable, capable and honest.

When the hypothesis was tested, it was found out that those factors
regarding sexes, ages, occupations and educational ievels had influences upon their
opinions towards the development of police station for the people (Police Station for the
People); significant difference was found (P<0.05).

3. As far as their needs on services rendered in the development of police
station for the people {Police Station for the People) of the Phrao District Police Station,
Chiang Mai Province were concemed, they were grouped into three main categories as
follows :

3.1 The Needs on Administration Policy. This should be conducted fairly
and equally for the people from all walks of life; places like those of game and computer
centers, entertaining premises as well as those rendering services should be strictly and

lawfully treated in order not to let them serve as gathering places for students. The



police officers should be strictly behaved and shouid not facilitate those unlawful
cenducts.

3.2 The Needs on Police Officers’ Behave and Disciplines. The police
officers’ good manners and fine verbal expressions should be obvious when treating the
people. They should be ready to render services. They should be well disciplined both
morally and ethically; being bribed, for example, should be ignored.

3.3 The Needs on Police Officers’ Conducts. The police station should be
developed in order to attract the general public. The police force posted at checking
points should be increased. Additional budgets for means of transportation as well as
modern equipment purchasing should be provided. Publicizing should be conducted
on a continual basis. Working procedures should be faster. Some additional services
including the public relation troops were required to frequently roam about and take part
in the public activities.

4. The people also prioritized those sericus problems as follows :

- Firstly, they viewed the police officers as those rough and rude figures
who conducted things for their own benefits and did not render services to the people.

- Secondary, they lacked of faith on the poiice officers’ effective conducts.

- Thirdly, some of them viewed the police station as a place where
services were not attractive; they would make use of any of those just on condition that

there were no other alternatives.
