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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the study of the “Capabilities of Public Sector in Solving the
Disguised Prostitution Problem in the Massage Parlour in Mueang District, Chiang Mai Province”
are 1) to analyze the capabilities of public sector in solving the prostitution problem; 2) to study
the practice tendency of the public sector in solving prostitution problem; 3) to study the
problems and obstacles of the public sector in the prostitution suppressing; 4) to study the
factors that push the girls to the prostitution career in the massage parlour in Mueang District,
Chiang Mai Province; 5) to know the attitude and desire of the “masseuses™ or prostitutes in the
massage parlour towards the prostitution. The samplings of the study are: 1) the concerned public
sector officials - the government authorities and the policemen, 2) the staff in the massage
parlour,  3) the prostitutes in the massage parlour, and 4) the customers. The study instruments
are the questionnaires and the interview forms.

The summarized study results are:



The policy, laws and regulations as well as the public sector practice are the
problem and obstacle that make the public sector to be unable to solve all of the
prostitution problems.

Lacking of the public sector serious attention in prostitution problem solving.

The problems from the influence of the sex busineésmen and the affordable

profits make the prostitution problem can not be solved out.

Internal factc;rs that push the girls’ decision to enter the prostitution career are:

broken home, the non-resistant family values towards the prostitution and also the

member of the family who used to be the prostitute.

The girls who decide to make their living by prostitution are from two groups —

those who are poor and full of debt and in the category of the economic limited

but prefer consumerism.

The family factors which push the girls who decide to enter the prostitution career

are: poverty, low income, expensive taste and avoiding annoying their family as

well as their own debt problem.

All girls who enter the prostitution career are from their own will.

The factors that push the girls who decide to make their living in this career are

economic, educational, social and environmental, attitude, social value and wrong

perception.

According to the idea of the prostitution legal registration in the massage parlour

and in other entertainment places and also the appropriate controller and

supporter law issuing, the attitudes and ideas are different, they are:

9.1 The public sector officials agree with this idea because it can help
controlling the number of prostitutes, the entertainment places, the tax
collection and the sexual disease infection.

9.2  The staff in the massage parlour suggest that if there is a registration, no
prostitute absolutely dares to regist.

9.3 The customers do not agree with the idea because this career is not
acceptable in Thai society.

9.4  The prostitutes agree with the idea because they want the career legal and

more acceptable by the society.
