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Abstract

The objective of this independent study is to learn about public opinion of
residents in Mae Ai Municipality towards the promotion of being a sanitary district to a
municipality and to learn about the levels of knowledge and understanding of the local
people towards the roles and duties of a district municipality.

Data and information used in this study were gathered from 400 residents in
Mae Ai Municipality and from 13 administrative municipal officers, using open and
closed end questionnaires. The data were analysed by using descriptive statistics such
as frequencies, percentage, average and standard deviations.

Finding of the study indicates that local pecple in Mae Ai District have
positive attitudes towards the promotion of Mae Ai sanitary district to Mae Ai
municipality. Both the public and the municipal administration have high levels of
knowledge and understanding of a district municipality. In addition, they agree that local
government in the form of a municipality can correct local problems better than any
cther forms and there are more opportunities for public participation which correspond

with the study’'s hypotheses.
