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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study on «Child Rights and Needs

Under the Convention on the Rights of the Child and the
Direction of Task Performance of Chiang Mai Home for Boys”

are (1) to analyze the consistency between child rights and needs
under the convention on the rights of the child and the direction
of task performance of Chiang Mai Home for Boys, (2) to
analyze the level of knowledge and understanding of the child
and staffs on the rights of the child which were set up in the
convention on the rights of the child, (3) to study the child needs
in the Chiang Mai Home for Boys and Human right under the
convention on the rights of the child, (4) to analyze the direction
of task performance of staffs in Chiang Mai Home for Boys in
the encouragement the boys for getting knowledge and behaving
themselves consistently with human rights in the convention on
the rights of the child, and (5) to investigate the problems that
may arise from the proceeding of Chiang Mai Home for Boys to
be responded in child rights and needs under the convention on
the rights of the child which were set up.



This study is the quantitative study that involves the
exercises of questionnaires to 43 staffs and 130 boys in Chiang
Mai Home for Boys. The study reveals that the staffs and boys
agree that the direction of task performance of Chiang Mai
Home for Boys covers child rights, that the child should be
received, which is under the convention on the rights of the
child of The United Nations Convention, at high level. In the
same way that the staffs also have known and understood about
child rights and needs under the convention on the rights of the
child at high level.

This study found that boys want to survive and develop
themselves at high level, but they want to be protected and
participate at middle level. Most of staffs and boys agree that
Chiang Mai Home for Boys is good at performance.

Moreover, most of staffs agree that task performance of
Chiang Mai Home for Boys is consistent to child rights, in the
mean while that most of boys are not sure. Furthermore, both
staffs and boys agree that proceeding of Chiang Mai Home for
Boys is consistent to responsiveness of child needs.

It is accepted that the lack of staffs, stationeries and
clothes and taking care of the child with love and warm -
heartedness are all the problems and the obstacles in the
proceeding of Chiang Mai Home for Boys, etc.
