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ABSTRACT

This study aims to 1) study the factors that support the stability of Thaksin
Chinawat’s Government, 2) study the factors that reduce the stability of government
and 3) study the feature of the government that is influenced by uncontrolled and
controlled problems.

The data of the study are collected by interviewing 8 purposive sampling
groups. They are former members of constituent assembly, members of the Lower
House from both Thai Rak Thai Party and oppsition parties, senators, government
officials, academics and representatives form authonomous bodies and NGOs.

The strategies employed by Thaksin’s government are constitution;
information technology and marketing; bureaucratic control and academic
manipulation under the advise of experts.

The findings show that the factors affecting the stability of Thaksin
Chinawat’s government during B.E.2001-2004 are the constitution law and character
of the leader.

The factors that reduce the stability of Thaksin’s government during B.E.
2001-2004 are economic crisis, corruption and character of the leader.
