Independent Study Title The Readiness Analysis of Class Expansion of
Mettasuksa School, Chiang Mai Province

ABSTRACT

This independent study had the objectives 1) to analyze the needs of elementary and
secondary students in Muang, Chiang Mai province for continuing their education in the high
level of education, 2) to assess their parents’ opinion towards the study in higher education, and
3) to analyze the current potential of Mettasuksa school. The samples were divided into 4 groups;
male students studying in Prathom 6 and Matthayom, their parents the executives of Mettasuksa
School, and the executives of private school in Chiang Mai municipality. Questionnaire was
selected to be a tool to collect data from students and their parents. These data were analyzed by
SPSS program and showed in forms of frequency, percentage, and summary. In addition, the
executives of Mettasuksa school were interviewed in what they thought about the high school of
education. The raw data was examined in according to the balance scorecard; then summarized.
The description in regards to the marketing and technical possibilities of class expansion was
explained through the interview with the authorities who received the school license, and the
executives of schools in the Chiang Mai municipality.

This independent study found that 51.1 percent of students and 46.9 percents of their
parents needed Mettasuksa school to be extended to high school level. In order to prepare for
extension of high school level in the academic year 2010, the executives of Mettasuksa school
expressed that it was necessary to hire additional 6 teachers, repair classrooms, buy students’
desks and chairs. Therefore, the school required donation from Mettasuksa Foundation at the
amount of 313,055 Thai Baht for administration costs. In the year of 2011, it was found that the
school will have budget for education development at the amount of 133,340 Thai baht. If

Mettasuksa school provides both high school and secondary levels of education during the



academic year 2010 — 2012, Office of the Private Education Commission will support the school
annually at the amount of 8,2229,315 Thai Baht with the condition stating that the school must
have at least 405 secondary students and 240 high school students. The executives of Mettasuksa
school and the executives of private school in Chiang Mai municipality also presented that
Mettasuksa school had its marketing nich which accepted mostly the poor students and had the
reputation in terms of academic, sports, Buddhism. These qualities supported students in
Mettasuksa school to behave well both academic life and social life. In technical term, the school
should consider the appropriateness of educational management, the quality and the sufficiency of

teachers, buildings, classrooms, and modern educational equipments.
