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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were 1) to evaluate processes of implementing the assistance
mechanisms for trafficked children and women in Chiang Mai Province; 2) to study and analyze the
potentials and limitations of the assistance mechanisms for trafticked children and women in Chiang
Mai Province; and 3) to recommend the procedures to improve the assistance mechanisms for
trafficked children and women in the provincial level.

This study was the qualitative research examining secondary data, documentary study, and
literature review including assistance of trafficked human. Besides, primary data were collected from
structured interview schedules by purposive sampling and a focus group discussion. The content
analysis was factually described.

The populations in this study were the members of the multi-disciplinary team who were
involved in the assistance processes for trafficked children and women in Chiang Mai Province and
officers who were associated with imposing mechanisms, measures, plan and projects, namely, the
members of the Provincial Operation Committee for Prevention and Suppression of Human
Trafficking in Chiang Mai Province, the members of provincial multi-disciplinary team including
police officers, prosecutors, social workers, psychologists, lawyers, the planning officers, the witness
care-takers in government and non-government primary shelters, and the responsiveness officers in
Chiang Mai Provincial Social Development and Human Security Office.

Findings of this study could be summarized as follows;

1) The overall process of the assistance mechanisms for trafficked children and
women and the implementation of Chiang Mai Province was in compliance with the principles of

national plan and policy, the MOU’s procedures, and the law enforcement in order to eliminate



human trafficking. Moreover, the results of this study indicated that Chiang Mai Province had the
potentials in implementing the policy for prevention and suppression of human trafficking under
the instruction of the Chiang Mai Provincial Operation Center Committee for Prevention and
Suppression of Human Trafficking (POCPSHT). The results also revealed that Chiang Mai
Province achieved in coordinating and enforcing the law processes by using the multi-disciplinary
approach. Additionally, findings suggested that there was a good cooperation between the
practitioner level and the policy level.

2) According to the potentials and limitations of the assistance mechanisms for
trafficked children and women, Chiang Mai Province had the potentials in organizing the
structural organization and the Chiang Mai Provincial Operation Center Committee for
Prevention and Suppression of Human Trafficking (POCPSHT) as well as the Action Team to
drive, monitor, and evaluate the human trafficking combating action, especially the assistance of
trafficked children and women. In terms of a cooperation system structure, there were the
Taskforce Operational Team and the Multi-disciplinary Team assisting trafficked human in
compliance with their assigned functions and responsibilities. Furthermore, the public and
private sectors had a close cooperation in combating human trafficking. However, in the matter
of limitations, those mechanisms did not adequately support resources such as tools and
equipment, places, personnel and budget. With regard to law enforcement, there were
interferences concerning interests and influences in human trafficking crimes. The law
enforcement agencies lacked the accuracy in interpreting human trafficking cases and they also
had incorrect attitudes toward human trafficking problems.

3. Due to the efficiency development concerning the assistance mechanisms for
trafficked children and women in the provincial level, this study suggested that four measures should
be done in the action level which were the prevention of the human trafficking, the improvement of
assistance and suppression processes, the improvement of information system, and the capacity
building of the target groups and the multi-disciplinary team. In the policy level, the problems should
be systematically solved in economic, social, political and ethical development as a whole. Social
concepts and social work should also be the fundamental principle for human trafficking elimination
work. Besides, the policy setting concerning the quality social welfare should regard the human

trafficking problem as the public problem. People in general and the civil society should be promoted



to participate in thinking and planning to solve the human trafficking problems from the community
levels. Thus, it was the combination of bottom up policy and top down policy of human trafticking

prevention and suppression that would be a sustainable solution.
