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ABSTRACT

The study “Network Building and Participation in Drug Solving in Rong-Kho Sub-
district, Wong-Nuer District, Lampang Province” aimed to 1) examine the patterns and
development of network building in drug solving in Rong-Kho Sub-district, Wong-Nuer District,
Lampang Province, 2) investigate the process and participation patterns of public sectors, local
sectors and government sectors in drug solving in Rong-Kho Sub-district, Wong-Nuer District,
Lampang Province, 3) study the factors affecting the success of drug solving in Rong-Kho Sub-
district, Wong-Nuer District, Lampang Province, and 4) investigate the problems and obstacles in
drug solving in Rong-Kho Sub-district, Wong-Nuer District, Lampang Province. The study
employed qualitative data collection methods.

The study revealed that:

1) For the patterns and development of network building in drug solving between
public sectors, local sectors and government sectors in Rong-Kho Sub-district, Wong-Nuer
District, Lampang Province, it was found that the “five fences surrounding Thailand preventing
drugs” network was used. The network pattern Consisted of committees; each had different
responsibility, horizontal relationship, and the same goal to solve the prevalent drug problems
among children and youth. The network pattern also included the activities which were mutually
planed, focusing on local traditions and the peaceful means involving forgiveness among

members of the society who were like family.



2) The process of network building of the public sectors, local sectors and
government sectors in drug solving in Rong-Kho Sub-district, Wong-Nuer District, Lampang
Province, included the successful and sustained process and patterns involving the participation of
the locals. The process and patterns involved the investigation of the problems and possible
solutions as well as specifying the activities. In addition, in solving the problems, the
communities had to get involved in the decision-making process. In other words, the local people
participated in the whole process.

3) For the suggestions in implementing the government’s drug solving policies, it
was found that there should be supports in network building process to involve more participation
from the people. The government should give priority to the family institution. The government

should also have a follow-up especially in terms of the rehabilitation of the drug addicts.
