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Abstract

The purpose of this research paper is to study problems and effects resulting from the
enhancement  of current university entrance examination system. The research presents a
comparison study focusing on preparation strategies of study who entrolled in the current system.
At the same time, the study analyzes related factors contributing to success in passing the
examination. The data is accumulated from population of students in the first year (entered by
former entrance examination system) and the students in the second year (entered by the current
enfrance examination system) of academic year 1999 , Chiang Mai University. Total of 567
students wear selected to do level typed random sampling

The result from analyzing data by Chi-square méthod showed that important factors
which result in students being able to enter their chosen faculties are their average grade
accumulation and time spent in preparing for the examination. Factors which affect average grade
accumulation of the students in higher secondary school are gender and domicile of the students.

Considering trends of the students’ participation in special tuition courses and students °
tension, the statistics showed that both group of studenfs, who entrolled in the former and the

current systems, attended the tuition courses alike totaling 78.6 % of the former and 78.7 % of the



latter. Extra monthly expenses paid on cost of the tuition fees of both groups of students wear
similar. Each group also shared similar figure on each tension level.

A comparison study on preparation courses provided in each institution showed that
schools in the current entrance examination system are better well prepared for the supporting
courses than the schools in the former system. For example, they ha\-.'c arranges additional tuition
after class, prepared concise smciy in each course and focused on evaluating past entrance
examination. Concerning medium used during courses, information given on the examination
system, arrangement of pre-entrance exam and full preparation of subject of both schooling are
not different.

A survey on students’ needs studied from both group of student shows that the students
prefer taking the exam twice year without being taken into consideration the average grade
accumulation and percentile. Testing of compulsory subjects are preferred to be taken twice a
year and grade accumulation from last year can be brought into consideration. Basic requirements
of each faculty are to be clearly designated. Time spent for each subject are 3 hours and total

score are to be reported in prior to selection of each faculty,
