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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the randomized response technique of
Wamner and survey the students’ sensitive behaviors in Chiang Mai University by using this
technique. The targets groups were 891 bachelor students in Chiang Mai University, academic
year 2002, who were asked 12 sensitive questions. The results of this study were as follows:

Percentage of students used illegal drugs was 7.74, 10.41 percent smoked, 21.09 percent
had heterosexual intercourse, 25.35 percent got involved with stealing, 48.04 percent drank
alcohol, 15.38 percent would get involved with corruption after graduated, 49.47 percent cheated
on the exam, 60.06 percent would return the lost properties to the owners when they discovered
them at pubic place, 31.66 percent gambled, 5.73 and 6.35 percent of female students used to get
involved with prostitution and abortion respectively, and 24.86 percent of male students had

sexual intercourse with prostitute.
