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ABRSTRACT

The; purpose of this study is to investigate Chiang Mai
environmental factors, social and economic factors,as well as some
specific characteristics of +the elderly influenced the retired
government officers in choosing Chiang Mai as their place of living
after their retirement.

The subjects of this study were specifically selected from
100 retired government officers whose provincial birthplaces are in
other provinces but now they are living in Chiang Mai and recieving
their monthly pension payment through Chiang Mai provincial Office
of Finance. The data were collected by interviewingr those samples
and having them answer the questionaires 'X?~Test, multiple

regression and path analysis were employed in data analysing.



The findings reveal that the main reason of the retired
government officers in choosing the living place is to improve the
quality of life after their retirement to suit with the life values,
and their physical and mental needs. When comparing the variables
concerning the potential to move factors, social factors, economic
factors, and the potential of a new destination which influenced the
decision making of those retired officers before‘and after their
retirement, the findings reveal that the influential factors are the
characteristics of the occupation and the price of land and house.
Some other factors which partially influenced the decision making in
choosing Chiang Mai to live after the retirement are: having enough
income; having an opportunity to be a part of the society and the
communitys and having an oppertunity to Join their relatives. The
cost of living, the ecomomic factors, is found to be the main
influencing factor in choosing living place after retirement rather
than the envirommental factor.

This study should be useful for the future planning for the
eldery on the grounds of the old age social welfare, and other
services and also the directions and practice in the province of

Chiang Mai.
