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ABSTRACT

The research objectives were three folds: firstly, to identify drug addict meanings as
perceived by various stakeholders under variety and complexity of rural commuﬁity context;
secondly, to examine the development roles of rural community in dealing with drug addict
problem under current governmental policy; and thirdly, to analyse potential and factors of
condition related to community roles in managing drug problems.

There were many factors causing young people in the community to use drugs.
They were socio-cultural conditions such as gender and age in different contexts. The social
condition helped to understand factors or conditions which caused them involving in the drug
addition circle. Their social and cultural capital, in terms of relatives system. Custom and
ceremony were main factors for drug problem solving. If the government used only its palicies
and practices to solve such problem, it could not clear up and may be created endless conflicts
within the community. The most important solution is that both government agencies and rural
community should work cooperatively together in integrated ways under community context and

target groups perspectives.
