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Abstract

Karen hill tribe in Thailand (Pow), Yong-lae village Omkoi district Chiangmai. Have a problem with
indigenous chickens is not sufficient to be used for rituals. Because people lack knowledge about
raising chickens in two issues, 1) raising and management, and 2) selection breeder indigenous
chickens. So this Independent Study is a qualitative study. The objective of this study was to develop
a knowledge about raising indigenous chickens suitable for highland communities. The group study
is 4 people of villager, with the SECI Model. Instruments used in the study is 1) the group discussion
form for record the experience about raising indigenous chickens of peoples, 2) the expert interviews

form for comprehend knowledge and experience of the expert.

Consequently, from content analysis has villagers can be cognitive and applied for raising indigenous

chickens. Also from the experiment illustrated positive result of every villager in the group study.
