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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study personal
characteristics, and socio — economic factors of participating farmers
in Reforestation Extension Project, Muang District, Phayao Province,
their attitudes +towards this project as well as their problems and
obstacles in participating with the project.

Population studied were 90 participating farmers during 1994-
1995. Data was collected by the use of questiomnaires and personal
interview. Statistical techniques used were frequency, percentage,
mean and Standard Deviation.

From research findings, it was found that most farmers were
male with an average age of 48,28 years old, being Buddhist, finished
primary school and literate. Most of them were married and lived
together. Family size avéragecl 4.45 persons per family. Main
occupation was farming using family labour and hired labour
occasionally. Most of them had annual income 50,000 Baht per year.
Farm size was 17.70 rai and participating farm holding averaged 10.83
rai with title deeds. Land mostly used for growing teak. They mostly
obtained information on the use and advantage of forest garden from




forestry officers. The best extension method used were training and
seminar.

Farmer’s attitude towards Reforestation Extension Project were
at positive level, meaning that the farmers realized the importance of
forest resources and reforestation.

Problems and obstacles of participating farmers, according to
the order of importance, were future production and marketing problems

which affected directly farmer’s socio - economic conditions.
