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ABSTRACT

The objective of this independent study on “Researchers Satisfaction towards Obtaining
Grants from The Thailand Research Fund, Regiénal Office” was to study the level of the
researchers satisfaction towards obtaining grants from The Thailand Research Fund, Regional
Office.

The data was collected from questionnaires, distributed to 95 researchers who signed the
contract with the Thailand Research Fund, Regional Office within budgeting years of 2000-2002.
The data was analyzed and presented descriptively in terms of frequency, percentage and average.
The results of the study are as follow:

Before the research begun, the researchers satisfaction towards obtaining grants was at a
moderate level. The highest satisfaction at a high level was the differentiate of grants from other
grants organizer. The lowest satisfaction at a moderate level was the expenses needed to obtain
the grants.

During research, the researchers satisfaction towards obtaining grants was at a high level.
The highest satisfaction at a high level was developing the project. The lowest satisfaction at a

moderate level was communication.



After the research was finished, the researchers satisfaction towards obtaining grants was
at a high level. The highest satisfaction at a high level was the worthiness of the knowledge
gained. The lowest satisfaction at a moderate level was if the community problems would be

solved.
