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ABSTRACT

The objective of this independent study was to study the domestic travelling
behavior of people in Nonthaburi province. The data were collected through questionares from
population 15 years and over who used to travel in domestic during the year 2006. The sampling
size was 320 private households in total blocks/villages. The stratified two-stage sampling was
adopted for sample design. Province was constituted stratum. The primary sampling unit was
blocks for municiple area and the villages were non-municipal area. The secondary sampling unit
was private households. The applied statistic was frequency and percentage.

From the study had found that most of the tourists were female and male, aged
between 30-39 years, the superlative education level was Bachelor Degree, the work status was
company officer with salary 10,001 — 20,000 Baht.

From the study of citizen’s domestic tourism behavior had found that the
respondents travel 1 time per year. The objective of travel was recreation. They got the travel
information from friends/acquaintances. The top 3 provinces for ecological travel were Chon
Buri, Chiang Mai and Rayong. For historical travel, religious place and ancient site were

Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya, Chon Buri and Nonthaburi provinces. For cultural art and Thai’s



lifestyle were Chon Buri, Chiang Mai and Nonthaburi provinces. For agricultural travel were
Chiang Mai, Maehongson and Chiang Rai provinces. Most of the tourists prefered to travel back
to the same place due to the beautiful nature. They used their vehicles for travel with the family
and their own self service/family. They spent 3 days in bungalows/resorts. The travel period was
during March-June (summer season) with accommodation budget not over than 1,000 Baht. The
expense for food, beverage, transport and souvenir was 1,001 - 4,000 Baht. The expense for
travel guide service and others were not over than 1,000 Baht. The top 3 interesting provinces for
travel were Northern part e.g. Chinag Mai, Chiang Rai and Maehongson, Southern part e.g.
Phuket, Krabi and Songkhla, Eastern part e.g. Trad, Chon Buri and Rayong, Central part e.g.
Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya, Prachuap Khiri Khan and Petchburi, North-Eastern part e.g. Nakhon
Ratchasima, Buri Ram and Loei. The tourists interested to travel to the Northern part and the
place that they prefer was seashore-beach.

The problem informed by the respondents during the travel were high rate of
accommodation, unfair in food and beverage prices, inadequate local transport, high price of local
merchandise (souvenir), insecure in travel places, without guide post, inhospitality of citizen in
travel places, incooperate with preserving the environment/local culture from the citizen and the

decadent travel places without maintenance.
