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ABSTRACT

This independent study was aimed to study Factors Affecting Student Decision to
Continued Undergraduate Study at Bansomdejchaopraya Rajabhat University. The data were
collected from 368 samples by questionnaire. The data were analyzed by descriptive statistics;
frequency, percentage and arithmetic mean.

It was found that most samples were male, aged between 17-19 and had 2.01-2.50
grade point averages. Their parents highest education were secondary level or lower, self-
employed with monthly salary of 10,001-20,000 baht, and supported tuition fee of 2 children.

The results on factors affecting decision on continuing undergraduate study at
Bansomdejchaopraya Rajabhat University were as follow. The respondents considered almost all
factors as moderate important, except price factor was considered as highly important. The
factors were considered at moderate level ranging from the most important to the least ones were
product, personnel, physical evidence, process, prombtion and place respectively. The details on
each of those factors were as follow.

- price factor: the most important sub-factor was the Fund on In Contingent
Loan {ICL).

- product factor: the most important sub-factor was having various programs

to be chosen,



- physical evidence factor: the most important sub-factor was that instructors ‘
have expertise in transferring knowledge.

- process factor: the most important sub-factor was that the university was
accredited in its educational standards.

- promotion factor: the most important sub-factor was that students can
" transfer credits on some subjects .so that they can finish their degrees faster,

. place factor: the most important sub-factor waé that it is convenient to
commute to study at the university.

For external factors, the respondents considered economic factors as the most
ilhportant and the most imbortant sub-factor was their demand in career progress, In;ddition the
technology factor, the most important sub-factor was technology development education has
been more advanced, and for the social and cultural factors, the most important sub-factor was that
the bachelor graduates will be socially acceptable, and the personal factor, the most imi:ortant

sub-factor was preferring to be in the educational institute that provides high opportunily to

graduate.
