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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this independent study was to explore the factors affecting the
decisions of donator’s support in school construction projects in remote areas. This study was
based on interviewing executives of 26 organizations that had given support to build schools in
remote areas through “The My School Project” (RongreinkhongnooT.V. Program). The data from
questionnaires were analyzed by frequencies, percentages, and mean.

The result of the study found that the organizations in this study were mostly Thai
firms included consulting business firms, service business firms, and consumer product firms.
Most of the respondents were in the position of manager/ deputy manager/ assistant manager and
had worked in the firm for more than 10 years. Most were males within the age range of 41-50
years, held a bachelor, or higher degree, and were Buddhist.

Regarding decision making to support in school construction projects in remote
areas, it was found that most of the respondents were acknowledged that these communities were
in extreme need for schools and donations of 100,001 Baht or more. They had donated both
directly to the needed person and through the donating organizations. They had acknowledged
the incidents which required assistant from various media such as television, newspaper, and
Internet. The highest rated factor influencing donation to support in school construction projects

were to help supporting education to the youth in remote areas.
