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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research is to study Factors Affecting the Decision to Pursue a
Study in Accountancy Program (Continuing Program) in Chiang Mai Province. 226 respondents
participated in this study. Data analysis was done by using descriptive statistics: frequency,
percent and average.

The results showed that most respondents were female and aged between 21 and 23
years old. Most of them studied at Rajamangala University of Technology, Lanna Campus. They
never worked before studying there. Their GPA was 3.1 and more when they finished their high
school study. Their father and mother education was high school level or less. Average monthly
income of their parents or of any person responsible for the respondents’ tuition fees was no more
than 10,000 baht. Most respondents had only one biological sister or brother.

The respondents considered the following factors when they chose to study in
Bachelor of Accountancy Program (Continuing Program) in Chiang Mai Province:

Personal reason factor was rated high. Sub-factor that was ranked number one was
knowledge and ability gain.

Financial factor was also rated high. Sub-factor that was ranked number one was the

chance to have financial security after graduation.



Another factor was career which was rated high. Sub-factor that was ranked number
one was the desire to have bachelor degree in Accounting.

Next factor was academic institution which was rated high. Sub-factor which was
ranked number one was creditability and recognition of universities in the eye of corporations.

Other factors were also rated high. Sub-factor that was ranked number one was the

size and development of Chiang Mai.
