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ABSTRACT

This independent study aimed to study the life style of single working women in
Bangkok in the three following approaches: activity, interest and opinion. Data collection was
completed through the questionnaires distributed to 400 samplings who were the single working
women in the aged between 30-49 years in Bangkok. Then, the statistics applied to this study in
order to analyze all collected data were specified to Factor Analysis and Cluster Analysis.

The findings showed that most respondents held Bachelor’s degree and worked as
the company employees. The majority earned incomes at the amount of 30,001 — 40,000 baht and
had still stayed with their primary family (parents) at the single house where was owned by the
family. Recently, they carried 1 — 2 credit cards and spent 11-20% of monthly income for saving.

Based upon the results of the study on life style, the samplings could be divided into
4 groups according to their dominant activities, interests and opinions. Hereafter were shown 4
groups of samplings: 1) The Thinkers who were competent in politics and cultures and preferred
consumptions, travels and hobbies, 2) The Family Women who loved family, were ready to adjust
themselves to achieve the goals, preferred hobbies, loved themselves and society, viewed the
situations with reality-base and loved to work and join in social activities, 3) Self-Caring Women
who preferred hobbies, loved themselves and society, viewed the situations with the reality-base
and valued fashions and social popularities and 4) The Choosy Women who preferred
consumptions and travels, owned the characteristic of analyst, viewed the situations with reality-
base, owned the characteristic of active businessmen, loved sports and entertainments, loved

themselves, society and own family and were ready to adjust themselves to achieve the goal.
