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ABSTRACT

The independent study “Cost and Return of Animal Corn According the Government
Policy in The Agricultural Food and Compensated Energy: Case Study, Members of the Maesot
Cooperative Limited Amphoe Maesot Tak”, aims at studying the cost and return of animal corn
agriculturists which were a member of the Maesot Cooperative Limited. They attended the project
of agricultural food and compensated energy at Amphoe Maesot Tak. Data was collected by using
questionnaires asking 144 agriculturists. In this study, animal corn cultivation has been classified
into 2 kind of maintenance. Each kind has also been divided into 6 groups according to size of farmland.
The study revealed that:

The water system type animal corn cultivation which yielded the best returns was the
group of 66-100-rai-farmland. This group gained the net profit of 3,087.03 baht per rai. The net
profit margin, the return on total assets, the return on equity and the profit margin ratio were 58.58
percent, 0.02 percent, 0.03 percent and 141.43 percent, respectively.

The water-non system type animal corn cultivation which yielded the best returns was
the group of 66-100-rai-farmland. This group gained the net profit of 2,393.97 baht per rai. The net
profit margin, the return on total assets, the return on equity and the profit margin ratio were 51.52

percent, 0.05 percent, 0.06 percent and 106.29 percent, respectively.



According to the study of cost and return of animal corn agriculturists which were a
member of the Maesot Cooperative Limited .The member of animal corn agriculturist, who attend
the first stage project and could harvest the produce in 2008, it revealed that returns on animal corn

cultivation were good, so it is worth investment.
