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ABSTRACT 

 

 The objective of this independent study was to study factors affecting the decision of pig 

farm owners towards installing covered lagoon system as alternative energy from biogas.  The 

data was collected through questionnaire distributed to 200 pig farm owners.  The analysis of the 

data was done with descriptive statistics, namely frequency, percentage and mean. 

 The results of the study showed that most questionnaire respondents were male, 30-40 

years old, with Bachelor’s degree.  They were pig farm owners with no other additional jobs.  

They had been in the business for 3-4 years and had 501-5,000 pigs.  The number of their staff 

was 4-6 persons.  The income of the farm was 30,001-120,000 baht/month.  They received 

information about covered lagoon system mainly from magazines. 

 It was also found from this study that the factors affected installing decision ranked at the 

high level included product, price, marketing promotion, and place, respectively.  The sub-factor 

which affected the decision at the highest level for each category was as follows: for product, the 

product could lower energy cost; for price, reasonable price; for place, its convenience; and for 

marketing promotion, free consultation and design. 

 Other factors which the respondents ranked at the high level were the need for 

technology to reduce energy cost, the need to be accepted in the community and to reduce 

pollution in the farm, and the need for installment of pollution control system.
