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ABSTRACT

According to the 2534 Attorney General’s Office prosecution act, the measures to crack
down on drug abusing offenders and other illicit drugs are all part of criminal proceedings that are
under the direct authority and mission of justice. Due to the nature of the offense with regards to a
large quantity of drugs, the procedure for drug prosecution is quite different from the general
criminal law. Each year, the prosecuting officials are unable at times to complete their duties in
the drug prosecution case due to being relocated, or not gaining full access on the expertise of
personnel who are set to retire. As the cases cannot be transferred to other organization, they
cause a shortage of personnel with expertise in litigation.
