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Abstract

The study aims at evaluating the economic and sociel impacts on farmers
participating in the project and enalysing problems and obstacles in this project. Samples
used in this study are 150 farmers who participated in this project in Ampur Phrao,
Ampur Jomthong and Ampur Chiangdao, 15 credit officials of BAAC Bank, and 15
égricultural extension-officers. The data collection was done from the sbove mentioned
groups by using questionnaires. Secondary data obtain from different sources.

The study found that most of the farmers who participate in the project are
males aged between 41-60 years old. Majority of the sample completed grades 4-6,
The number of members in the family are 2-4 persons. Each family has 1~2 members
working on the farm and 1-4 workers hired outside the femily. There are some
farming acetivities considered before taking a loan which a@unts for 98 percent .

Regarding economic and social condition of the farmers, the study found that
most of them have income from both the agricultural sector and outside averaging about
18,973.50 Baht per family per year. The largest of loans are between 25,001~
50,000 Baht. The production plan before and after taking a loan is not different but
the loan is invested 5O percent more in livestock than the past. The result shows that
59.30 percent of agriculturers who participate in the program thought that the loan is
from the government, 60.00 percent of participatants choose the production plan by



themselves and 51.30 percent of them present their ideas to the project. The study of

their expectation from the program found that farmers expected to get a sufficient Joan

,get more knowledge and better care from the officers. Farmers also expected to get the

products according to the plan, have better lives, and be able to depend on themselves to

a certain level. Regarding problems and obstacles, this study found that some farmers get

insufficient loan, the consideration takes too Rong and the process complicates. The
suggestions of participants is to increase the amount of loan to cover the expensenecessary

for a production plan, helping to find new markets for the products and expanding the

program.

The study by of the personnel responsible for the project finds that there is a
lack of linkage between the poli(;y and the implementing unit. This results in ineffecient
communication, anditting and controling to guide the project to accomplish its objectives.
The unreadiness "of personnel, eqm'i;ments and tools effected the work which needs <o

-be effective to satisfy the customers.

According to the readiness of agriculﬁ:ral extension officers, farmers know very
well about the objectives and policy of the revive plan. The'pmﬁlems are that working-
process according to the policy is not clear and it takes too long time and lacks of the
organization because the officers have no efficiency in administration. Also coordinating
and the order is neot clear to make a decision. -

There are some suggestions from this study. Firstly, th_e data base of the farmer’s
information should be provided. Secondly, there should be an instruction manual
introducting production knowledge. Thirdly, a clear plan and implementing method
among related organizations should be existed. Fourthly, there should be a well prepare
in the farmer by encouragment and giving moral support. Lastly there should be enough
tools and equipments for efficiency. ‘
