ABSTRACT

This study aimed to identify factors determining the parental choice for
kindergartens in Muang District of Chiang Mai Province. Information were obtained from
questionnaire interview of 20 private kindergarten administrators and 280 parents or guardians of
young schoolchildren. The analyses were hased on descriptive statistics in terms of frequency
and percentage as well as the results of multiple regression application.

The regression analysis in determining the parental choice for kindergartens had as
its hypothesis that the number of schoolchildren enrolment represented the demand for fame or
popularity of that specific kindergarten. The factors influencing the choice for famous and
popular kindergartens were found to be the high household income of the parents, the availability
of diverse educational facilities in that kindergarten, and the intense advertisement campaign of
the school. The high cost and school fee necessary for the enrolment into famous kindergarten
would however discourage the parental demand for sending their kids to that school.



Parents or guardians take into account various factors hefore deciding on
kindergarten of their choices. For product factor, they needed their children eventually became
able to enter first grade of famous primary school. The school of their choices should be certified
for national educational quality standard. For place factor, the convenient location of school either
to home or office of the parents was considered. For staff factor, the school staff and teachers
should be adequate in number and had suitable nature and personality to attend to young children.
For educational process factor, the school should be compatible with the development process of
young children in terms of physical, mental, emotional, social and intellectual development. The
school should have a good monitoring system for such development. For school environmental
factor, the desirable features were clean classrooms, good natural air flow, adequate lighting, nice
and safe surroundings.
