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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study are (1) to compare the competitiveness of different production
sectors between the provincial and the regional levels using Shift Share analytical model, (2) to
measure the growth of various production sectors in the Upper North and the country for comparison
with the aggregate growth, and (3) to analyze the efficiency and potential of various industrial sectors
in the Upper North.

The methods of this study are calculation of Location Quotient and performing Shift Share
analysis and determination of strategic positions based on BCG model for each sector by using the
Gross Domestic Product, the Gross Regional Product and the Gross Provincial Product at 1988
constant price for the period of 10 years from 1997 to 2006 for the 16 sectors.

The results of this study showed the criteria of Location Quotient and comparison between
the provincial and the regional levels during the implementation period of the 9" National Economic
and Social Development plan, the first three most important sectors are found to be mining and
quarrying of Lampang Province, manufacturing of Lamphun Province and other community, social
and personal services activities of Mae Hong Son Province. At the regional and national levels, the

most important sectors were mining and quarrying, education and health and social work.



The sectors that the provincial level out-performed the regional level were fishing of Chiang
Rai Province, mining and quarrying of Phrae Province and construction of Lampang Province.
Those the Upper North region could out-perform the national level were fishing, private household
with employed persons including construction.

The first three growing sectors at the regional level were fishing, other community, social
and personal services activities including transport storage and communications. Those three growing
at the national level were other community, social and personal services activities, manufacturing
and mining and quarrying.

The determination of economic performance of major sectors of the Upper North using BCG
growth share matrix model revealed those sectors in the star category were construction, health and
social work, public administration and defence including the compulsory social security, and
domestic workers and all these can pursue growth strategy. In question mark category, there was only
fishing. The sectors in cash cow category were agriculture hunting and forestry, mining and
quarrying, real estate and renting and business activities and education. Seven sectors in the dog or
low growth category included manufacturing, electricity and gas and water supply, wholesale and
retail trade; repair of motor vehicles; motorcycles and personal and household goods, hotels and
restaurants, transport storage and communications, financial intermediation, and other community and

social and personal services activities.
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
