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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to examine major selection decision making of first year
vocational students at Chiang Mai Vocational College in four different divisions—accounting,
selling, secretary, and business computer. The samples used in this study were 230 first year
vocational certificate in the department of commerce at Chiang Mai Vocational College. Research
instruments used in this study were a set of questionnaires. Students’ major selection decision
making was analyzed by using Multinomial Logit Model. For the study of satisfaction, 192 third
year vocational students in the department of commerce were used as samples. Data were
analyzed by Descriptive Statistics—percentage, and mean.

The results revealed that factors affecting job selection were first semester GPA,
guardians having their own businesses, average household income per month, computer
proficiency, guardians’ advise on major selection, opportunity for further study, and having a
future to be an entrepreneur. The students having a high GPA score, are more likely to choose
accounting over other majors. If their guardians owned a business, a chance to choose secretary
would be higher but a chance to choose accounting would be lower. If average household income
per month increased, students would have more chance to choose accounting. If they had

computer proficiency, they tended to choose business computer, and tended not to choose



accounting. If their guardians gave an advice on students’ major, students would consider
choosing accounting over secretary or computer business. If the students wanted to further their
study, the chance of choosing accounting would be lower. If they wanted to be an entrepreneur in
the future, a chance of selecting business computer would be higher chance of choosing secretary
and accounting would be lower.

The results of students’ job satisfaction study revealed that the satisfaction of third year
vocational certificate students towards the curriculum was high in every major. For teaching and
learning materials, sales students were satisfied at a medium level, but others were at high level.

For instructors and class schedule, students in all major were satisfied at a high level.
