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ABSTRACT

The major objectives of the study can be divided into 3 points: (1) to study general
economy and society of households in Chiang Mai Province, (2) to study characteristics of
household elements, and (3) to study the factors which affect income of both agricultural and non-
agricultural households. According to random sampling of 400 households, the primary data is
separated as two groups: a group of 200 agricultural households and a group of 200 non-
agricultural ones. The questionnaires were adopted as a method of collecting data by using
accidental sampling, descriptive analysis with table, diagram, and simple statistics, and
quantitative analysis by analyzing multiple regression.

According to the study, it is found that most of household heads are male accounting for
63.5%, the range of aging between 41-50 years old 31%, marital status 52.5%, holding education
higher than bachelor’s degree 56.5%. Furthermore, the percentage of 3 members in a household
accounts for 41.2%, only one member earns income for a household 54.0%, there is no number of
dependents in a household 41.3%, there is possession of land 56.7% and the value of possessing

land equals to 660,000 baht. Each household has income between 5,001-10,000 baht a month



The occupations of household are majorly orchard men accounting for 59.0%, and employees of
private companies 47.5% while the length of working 5-10 years accounts for 44.8%.

In order to analyze the factors affecting income of both agricultural and non-agricultural
households, cash basis is adopted for determination by analyzing multiple regression. The results
reveal that there are four variables which have an influence on cash basis of household as
followings: (1) main occupation of household head at the statistical significance level of 0.05, (2)
the number of dependents in a household at the statistical significance level of 0.1, (3) the number
of household members earning income beyond household lead of labor structure at the statistical
significance level of 0.05, and (4) land possession value of labor structure at the statistical

significance level of 0.01 respectively.
