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ABSTRACT 

  

The purpose of this study was to examine factors affecting the employee’ consumption 

expenditure of commercial banks in Mueang district, Lamphun province. In this study, the 

ordinary least square (OLS) method was applied for the analysis by collecting primary data of 

total population of 170 employees’ commercial banks. This study also employed the dummy 

variables to test the structural change. 

The results indicated that permanent income, transitory income, and education of 

employees’ commercial banks had the positive relationship with employee’ consumption 

expenditure of commercial banks in Mueang district, Lamphun province, with the  statistical 

confidence level of 95% as expected. But, liability of employees of commercial banks had the 

negative relation with employees, with the statistical confidence level of 90% as expected. 

However, the coefficients of family size, assets, commercial banks, and sex of employees were 

found to be statistically insignificant.
