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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to analyse the competitiveness of Thai rice export to Africa Market
comparing with seven significant exporting countries such as Vietnam, China, India, Pakistan,
USA, Brazil and Uruguay. This study employed Revealed Comparative Advantage Index (RCA),
Dynamic Revealed Comparative Advantage and Constant Market Share Model (CMS) for the
analysis using data classified by customs tariff with 4 digit harmonized criteria during 2003-2008.

The study results showed that Thailand is the second rank that had a comparative
advantage in exporting rice to Africa behind Vietnam. By using Revealed Comparative
Advantage (RCA) with market share analysis, Thailand had high competitiveness and it tended to
increase more in Africa market, whereas Vietnam and Pakistan had low competitiveness.
However, it tended to increase more as well. In addition, the export growth rate of Thai rice
increased less than the import growth rate of Africa market. Unlike Pakistan Brazil and Uruguay,

the export growth rate increase more than the import growth rate of Africa market. Other



remaining competitors had decreasing export growth rate. The result of Constant Market Share
Model showed the factor in the competitiveness of Thai rice was likely to increase but less than

Vietnam and Uruguay in 2008.
