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ABSTRACT

This study aims to understand the demand and objectives of petite traders for seeking
microfinance credit, to undertake an analysis on factors taken into account by the petite traders in
their decision making to choose microfinance credit services from any particular commercial
banks, and to examine the credit using behavior of the sampled petite traders who were confined
to those in Mueang District of Tak Province. The samples comprised 153 small traders of farm
products, 102 small food and beverage shopkeepers or venders, and 45 small-scaled clothes and
other consumer products sellers, totally 300 samples. Information was collected by questionnaire

survey and the analysis was based on the results of descriptive statistics and Likert scale rating.

The study found that 42.3 % of the total 300 samples needed microfinance credit. Those
small traders of farm products needed it for use as working capital. Most of them were engaged
in selling fresh vegetables, earning 367 baht net income per day on the average, having been in
this business for 16 years, selling in the Municipality Market III area which they paid 783 baht
per month on the average for space renting. They wished to get loans from Krungthai Bank
because the bank office is located in the town community and thus convenient for them to get

services. They wanted to borrow about 35,000 baht with daily repayment term.



Those small food and beverage shopkeepers or venders also needed microfinance credit
for running their business. The majority of them were ready-to-eat food venders, earning 329
baht daily net income on the average, having been in this business for 11 years, selling foods in
the public land area on Nam Ping riverside, and paying rent for the space at 521 baht per month
on the average. They wished to obtain credit from Krungthai Bank because of the latter’s
convenient location in the community area. They wanted to borrow averagely about 60,000 baht

with daily repayment term.

The small-scaled sellers of clothes and other consumer products needed microfinance
credit as well for use as working capital. Predominantly they were clothes sellers, getting 395
baht net income per day on the average, having been in this business for 7 years, with their market
places in the public land area on Nam Ping riverside which they paid averagely 631 baht per
month for rent. They wished to get credit from Krungthai Bank for the reason of relatively low
interest rate compared to other banks. They hoped to borrow 60,000 baht on the average and

wanted to make repayment on the daily basis.
