ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study are to examine the risk factors having implications on the
business performance of small and medium sized enterprises in automobile spare parts industry in
the northern region of Thailand and to get an understanding about the general features of those
auto parts suppliers. Both Probit and Logit regression models were applied for the analysis of the
relationships among various pertinent variables. For the present study, primary data and
information were collected from 400 business operators of small and medium sized automobile
spare parts selling firms in the northern region.

From the general information survey, it was found that the auto parts business operators
were male more than female, they were in 41 - 50 years old age group, and had vocational school
or high school education. Most business firms had been in operation for 1 — 10 years, employing
no more than 10 workers, earning monthly business income less than 100,000 baht, and incurring
monthly cost less than or equal to 100,000 baht. The regression analysis was undertaken to
discern the relationships between various hypothesized risk factors (explanatory variables) and
the business performance of auto parts selling firms (dependent variable). The risk factors having
statistically significant effects on the business performance according to the regression model
estimation results were drought, labor disputes, exchange rates, failure in delivery of goods on

time, and new technologies.
