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Abstract

The purpose of tﬁis study is twofold : (1) to investigate the
effectiveness of two different approaches, the conversation approach and
the simulation approach .,Iused in the text for Radio Correspondence
Interest Group Program ; (2) to compare the interest of the Radio
Correspandence learners towards these two different approaches.

The procedures of the study were as follow :

1. Developed texts by studying various theories and methodologles
in developing texts, then selected the content of the text and it was
aboui.:‘fundamental of land law. After that, the scope of the content was

specified, the objectives of the text were set and the two diffei;ent



approaches texts were developed and produced. These texts were tried
out with a small group of the learners of the Radio Correspondence
Interest Group at Northern Region NFE Center in Lampang, then ;evised before
field experiment.

2. Developed the exam papers ard the interﬁiew guides.

3. Tried out the texts with the enrolled learners of the Radio
Correspondence Interest Group in Lampang.

4, Analized the result of the exam tests and the interviews
-in order to compare the efféctiveness of the two different Kind of te#ts
‘and alsc the interst of learners toﬁanis these two kind of texts by using
t - Test Method.

The resulf of this study shows that the effectiveness of these
two different kingd of texts are higher than 80/80 rate, and the result
of learning is pretty much the same. Learners’ interest towérds these two
-different kind of texts is not different. It can be concluded that the
content of the text for Radio Correspondence Interest Group can be

presented either by convesation approach or simulation approach.
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
