As far as the eighth step was concerned, 2 Mathayom Suksa 3

students On-ua School, San Kamphaeng District ef Chiang Hai Province,

were randomly selected for the test. As regards the ninth step,

13 Mathayom Suksa 3 students at the same school were chosen for the
workability testing. They were asked to read aloud one melody each,
then given the produced multimedia to practice on and again asked
read another melody of their own choice. Finally, an attitude test
was administered with the aim of finding out hbw the students felt
about the multiﬁedia and the Thai language course as a whole.

The results were rather positive in éhat all of the students
passed the minimum cut peint of 60 % in the post-multimedia
epplication test, indicating that the multimediz worked quite well
and the students had positive attitudes toward both the multimedia

and the Thal language course.
