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Abstract

This study investigated conditions and adninistration of temple
pre~school children training centers in Chiang Mai DProvince during
1992. The sample under study consisted of 357 center administrators,

-teachers and child care workers from 119 training centers. The
obtained data were analyzed through the applications of percentage,
mean and standard deviation.

The findings indicated that most school planté_in the temples
were peqmdnent buildings. Classrooms weré large with sufficient light
and air circulation. Instruction, resting and activity areas were in
the same large classroom. The centers needed more materials, some of
ﬁhose were playground materials. As for the general environment as a

whole, it was peaceful and clean at the moderate level.



With regard to personnel, it was found that most teachers and
¢hild care workers were female and obtained education ranging from
elementary up to college level. Main problem found was personnel’s
lack of child care knowledge. As for problem concerning administration
and monagement of the centers as a whole, it was found to be at the
moderate level.

Furthermore, it was found that the budget created the greatest
problen and had an impact 1in every aspect of the centers’
administration. From this, the results revealed that the Department
of Religion had no systematic management of the budget and the
personnel lacked knowledge and understanding in budget administration

including accountancy and material service.
