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Abstract

The objective of this study was to analyze independent
activities organization and how students managed their independent
activity time in Wang Chin Wittaya School. Data were collected by
interviewing school administrators, activities consultants, and
students informally. Mattayom Suksa 2 Students’ and ﬁheir consultants’
on-task behaviors were observed during the second semester of the
academic year 1992. Related school documents were also studied.

All data were then analyzed, categorized and presented in
descriptive manner. The findings could be summarized as follows.

The school arranged different independent periods for each
level in order to enable the consultant teachers to monitor and

facilitate students from each class.



Each student decided on their oﬁn activities and used the
school form for planning. Students submitted their plans to +their
consultants prior to the independent periods in order to Justify the
appropriateness of the activities. During the independent activity
period, each student worked separately on his/her planned tasks.

Most of the teachers at this school felt that the school has
given the students too wmuch freedom. They feared that the students
would be eventually ill-disciplined. The teachers ﬁhought that the
students should be arranged to study academic subjects instead. on
the contrary, most of the students felt that independent activity
periods served their needs because they could do what they wanted to
do. Moreover, they could relax after studying other subjects. They
also suggested that the consultant teachers should advise and help
them more on performing their tasks.

However, narrow-ranged . activities were found chosen by the
students. Among them were working on assigmments in various subjects,
studying in the library, subject reviewing, and practicing on +their
favorite sport. Most of the students worked attentively on their
chosen activities. Only some students lacked responsibilities and
caused minor problems suéh as making disturbing noises. |

Besides, some consultant teachers had not realized the
importance of the students’ independent activities. Therefore, all
teachers needed to be clearly reoriented about more systematic

managenent and evaluation of independent activities.
