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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to find out instructional
competencies of English language teachers based on self and students
assessment. The competencies assessed concern knowledge of subject
content, media and reinforcement usage, instruction, knowledge
broadening and personality.

Twelve full-time and part-time English language teachers who
taught basic English subjects and one thousand and eighty-five
students who studied those subjects were the population for this study.
The instrument used for gathering data was a questionnaire and an
assessment, form. Data was analyzed by means of frequency, percentage
and arithmetic mean. The findings presented through description and
tables could be concluded as follows :



For the knowledge of subject content, both teachers and
students indicated that the content presented to class was new,
matched the learning objectives and could be applied to the
surroundings well. For the curriculum, the teachers knew the
objectives and structure of the English curriculum at a moderate level
by asking their colleagues and studying curriculum materials. The
teachers also reported that the curriculum structure was useful to set
up learning process, media usage and measurement and evaluation. For
the curriculum improvement.,, the content was modified to suit the
students’ level of ability and surrbundings.

For the use of media and reinforcement, both teachers and
students indicated that media were used variously and appropriately at
a moderate level to suit the content and students. Teaching materials
the teachers used mostly were texts and blackboard. The positive
reinforcements were praising, nodding or smiling and the negative
reiforcements were scolding and ignoring. The reinforcements were
used appropriately to suit the students, content and class. Also
English was mostly used as a medium in teaching.

For instruction competencies, teachers made preparation,
followed the 1lesson plan and modified it to suit the students. In
class, the teachers used teaching techniques appropriately,
systematically and flexibly. They upheld, encouraged the students to
think creatively, work together, do researching and prepare themselves
before class. They alsc paid attention and helped students.

Exercises and tests were used appropriately and fairly for measurement



and evaluation. Evaluation was used in order to make decision of
students’ achievement and also to improve the teaching activities.
Teachers did not evaluate their own teaching. The atmosphere in class
was friendly and the activities were used to suit the teaching
activiﬁies and students.

For the knowledge broadening most of the teachers did not do
research, or write academic articles. Attending English teaching
seminars or academic meetings was at a low level.

For the personality, both teachers and students indicated that
teachers were confident in teaching, knew the content well, and had a
sense of humour. Going to class on time and having good personality
to be teachers were at a high level. But being strict in class was at

a moderate level.
