Abstract

This study investigated +the state of academic affairs
administration of Chiang Mai municipal opportunity expansion schools.
The subjects under study consisted of 67 administrators and teachers
from Wat. Sridonchai and Wat Ta-stoi Municipal Schools. The collected
data were then analyzed through the applications of percentage, mean
and standard deviation.

The findings indicated that all nine aspects of academic
affairs administration were found to. be at the moderate level.
Administrators‘ and teachers saw some important needs to  the
improvement of classroom management, library, science room, including
insufficient instructional materials which were not avaitable to
students and teachers. Guidance teachers lacked knowledge in the

field and did not have enough time to survey problems, to find




solutions and to follow up. There were limits of appropriste rooms
for setting up various student activities. Also, teachers were
lacked of knowledge and skills in arranging suitable activities in
relation to students’ interest and aptitude. There were discontinuity
in academic affairs supervision, lacked of seriousness and lacked of
knowledge in supervision. With respect to instructional planning,
teachers were assigned to teach classes that were inappropriate to
their specislizations. Llastly, there were some problems in practice
for administrators and teachers in curriculum and its material,
academic affairs improvement, and educational measurement and

evaluation.
