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Abstract

This study was set out to seek guidelines for improving library
services of primary schools under the Office of Thoeng District
Primary Education. School administrators, librarians and Pra;chom
Suksa 6 students, totaling 399, were asked to respord to choice and
open-ended questionnaires. Statistics used to analyze collected data
included frequency and percentage.

Findings were as follows :

All respondents were in agreement that school libraries’
services were quite appropriate. However, some suggested that their
rather strict rules and regulations be somewhat ‘relaxed and that they
stay open off official working hours.

Furthermore, it was recomended that librarians pay more

attention to human relations principles in servicing, politely take in



serﬁioe—relatsd ccmmnts and opiﬁiors, provide prompt services, care
about working together for efficiency, clearly plan their work and
seriously follow set plans. In addition, library manuals should be
produced and made available, activities consistently organized,
sufficient service failities and materials offered, new technologies

acquired and library management be more responsive to community needs.
