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Abstract

This study investigated academic affairs administration in
primary schools under the Office of Chiang Mai Municipality.

The population comprised 11 school administrators, 7 assistant school
administrators and 166 teachers from the forementioned schools in the
1997 academic year. The instﬁmxent used was rating scale questionnaire
with open ended questions. The collected data were analyzed through the
applicatioﬁs of percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The findings were that in all aspects of academic affairs
administration in primary schools, the tasks were found to be performed
in the high level. As for administrative problems ; they were :
curriculum in use was inappropriate and not corresponded to local
situations, insufficient educational aids and materials concerning
learning and teaching activities, lack of personrel with knowledge and
ability suitable for learning and teaching activities, and insufficient

budget with regard to instructional developnent.
