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Abstract

The purposes of this independent study were to study about conditions,
~ problems and suggestions in teaching and leaming General Education Courses of
Chiang Mai University. Sampling groups were 79 instructors and 478 students
taken general courses of Chiang Mai University.  The data were collected by
questionnaires and analyzed by computing frequencies, mode, percentages and
presented by using description with tables.  The results were as follows:

Objectives and Contents

Instructors perceived the courses’ objectives by course outline and informed
the students in the first period of teaching. They selected and organmized course
contents in accordance with course objectives gained from instructors conference.
Teaching period of each content was set aécording to periods in course outline.
Instructors faced with the problems of difficulty in organizing activities to be suitable
for objectives and contents, the unclear objectives, lack of skilled assistant in

arranging texts, and lack of resources and texts in preparing lesson plans.



_Teaching and Learning Activities

Basically, the learning and teaching activities were based on the course
objectives gained from the meeting of instructors. Informing the course objectives,.
reviewed the former contents were used at the beginning the new lesson. The
lecture method was the main approach in the lesson. The instructional medias as
“texts and transparencies were used every period of teaching. The problems were the
individual differences of students background, lack of skilled person to advise,
unsuitable of classrooms and insufficient instructional medias. Moreover, library,
nstructional medias service and laboratory service were ineffective.

Measurement and Evaluation

The instructors aim in evaluation was to assess students and to judge their
grades. The norm reference was used as criterion of measurement and evaluation
by the ratio of 60 : 40 (Midterm : Final). The emphases of evaluation was
understanding, application, analyzing, thinking process and the leamers’ knowledge.
The evaluating method was informed to students at the beginning of instructional
period. The final-exam scores was used as the main scores. The essay type test
was used every time. The problems were unable to evaluate regularly, the test
were not in accordance with the course contents and there was no time to prepare

evaluating instruments.
